A Pennsylvania Angler’s Road to the Bassmaster Classic

The PA BASS Federation Nation is a bass fishing tournament circuit
where an angler can earn a birth in the Bassmaster Classic.

How do | begin?

First understand the tournament structures and point
system below, then start at the bottom of the diagram
on the right, and work your way up. Your goal is to be in
the Bassmaster classic and compete against the pros
for big money and bragging rights.

What are District tournaments?

Tournaments held in each of the three Pennsylvania
districts: West, Central, and East. Each district has
three events. The top 40 anglers in each event are
awarded points. The entry fee is $50 per angler
per event.

What is the MR.BASS tournament?

A two-day state event that you enter as an individual.
The top 40 individuals are awarded points. The entry
fee is $100 per angler.

What is the State Team tournament?

A two-day event that you enter as a club. Your club

can send as many members as you like, but

you must enter an equal number of boaters and riders.
The entry fee is $100 per angler. The top 20 anglers,
10 Boaters and 10 riders, are awarded births in the
State Classic.

(In addition to individual anglers competing for a

State Classic birth, clubs are competing for money

by combining the weights of their club’s top 4 finishers
against other club’s top 4 finishers. Payout places will
be equal amounts for at least 3 places.)

Do | have to fish all the tournaments?

No, but you must fish at least 3 to be eligible for
the State Classic. These 3 can be any combination
of state or district events or both.

How do | win a tournament?
At the end of a tournament, you need to have the
heaviest total weight of bass.
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What is the point system?

Points are awarded at District events and Mr.BASS.
The top 40 anglers in these events are awarded
points. You have a chance to earn up to 160 points if
you fish all 4 events.

You made it!

The top Mid-Atlantic angler
from the 3 day National
Championship advances to
the Bassmaster Classic.

The top Pennsylvania angler
from the 3 day Mid-Atlantic
Divisional advances to the
National Championship.

The top 12 anglers, plus 1
alternate, from the 2 day
State Classic form the
Pennsylvania State Divisional
Team and advance to the
Mid-Atlantic Divisional.

The State classic field is
made from anglers from
each district plus the State
Team tournament. The
number from each district
can increase from year to
year, if participation
increases. Remember, all
qualifyers must fish at
least 3 tournaments.
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
